body armor, and a firearms cleaning kit. If an agency does not have body armor available, Southern State
Community College and its partners will provide some for the course instruction. Equipment should be
what the officer will wear on duty. Students must wear appropriate clothing for possible weather changes.

Ammunition is not provided for this course. The agency or the officer must provide ammunition. The
number of rounds needed for this course is 1,700 rounds.

Class dates are April 23 — 25 and April 30 - May 2, 2024. Registration is currently underway.
